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1 Introduction

This series of two consecutive special issues presents a selection of 21 expanded
versions of papers presented during the SCAN-97 conference. SCAN-97 was
held in Lyon, France, in September 1997, under the joint sponsorship of CNRS,
GAMM, IMACS, Ecole Normale Supérieure de Lyon, the city of Lyon and the
French ministries of education and foreign affairs. The previous SCAN symposia
have been held at Karlsruhe, Basel, Albena, Oldenburg, Vienna and Wuppertal.
The next ones will be held at Budapest in 1998 (the address of the web page
for SCAN-98 is http://www.inf.u-szeged.hu/ scan98/), and Karlsruhe in 2000.
The SCAN meetings provide a forum for presentation of the latest research and
